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Letter from the ������� �
     During this past fiscal year (June 30, 2008 – July 1, 2009), we raised our 
voices at Mass to sing a hymn entitled “Gathered As  One.” That hymn opens our 
minds and hearts to the reality that God does gathe r us as one around the Altar 
whenever we participate in the Eucharist. Gathered as one, we are fed by the 
Lord’s Word and fed by the Body and Blood of Christ  to go back to our families, 
jobs, and lives to live that reality. We send you t his Stewardship Report to outline 
how your stewardship of praying, serving, and shari ng has made this reality 
celebrated at Mass continue to grow as a parish com munity. In receiving your 
stewardship gifts given in love, it is my responsib ility to report how those gifts are 
being used for our Community. 
     At the heart of Stewardship is prayer. We have  faithfully celebrated the 
Eucharist many times during this past year. The sta tistics listed on page 3 simply 
provide an outline for the Mysteries which can neve r be calculated in human 
terms. The numbers show a growing and vibrant commu nity of parishioners. We 
have found it impossible to gather statistics on th e countless hours given by 
volunteers in serving the needs of the parish. Inst ead, we simply offer an outline 
on page 4, grateful for your humble service. 
     Because of the quantifiable nature of the gift s of treasure, we are able to 
provide specific information about the generous way s in which many of you have 
shared with the parish. During the worst Recession since the Great Depression of 
the 1930’s, with parishioners losing their jobs or being cut back in benefits or 
hours, many of you remained faithful to your commit ment of sacrificial giving to 
the parish. It is humbling to realize that we were able to meet our financial needs 
and maintain our level of service to the parish, pr ecisely because you provided 
your financial support. 
     Although the numbers speak for themselves in t erms of last year’s budget, 
below are a few explanations of some of the financi al figures found on page 7: 

�� In 2008-2009, the parish grew by 4%, with a net gai n of 124 families. The 
weekly collections grew by 9%.  

�� As the parish continues to grow, parish administrat ive staff was increased to 
include a full-time administrative assistant to hel p manage the increased 
business functions of the parish. 

�� With the opening of the school, the amount paid for  parish subsidies to other 
schools dropped from $291,681 in the prior year to $103,135 this year. 

�� Liturgy & Music Office expenses have steadily been increasing as the 
department has taken over more of the Liturgical ex penses that were 
previously tracked through Pastoral expenses (in wh ich there is a similar 
decline in expenses). 

�� Religious Education expenses decreased this year; w ith the opening of the 
school there were 125 fewer religious education stu dents. Payroll was also 
reduced as the CGS and CCD programs were combined. 

�� Building expenses and depreciation both rose substa ntially with the 
completion of the Parish Education Center. 

�� With continued stewardship (level of giving is main tained or grows), the $2 
million debt can be paid off in five years as manda ted by the terms of the loan. 

     Thank you to so many of you who have embraced Stewardship as a way of life. 
Your faith has been translated into action, as our community is Gathered As One, 
not only at Mass, but in the ways we live out our f aith as a parish. May God bless 
your generosity and return it to you many times ove r.

In 
addition to seven Sunday Masses, there are eight da ily Masses each week, two reconciliation times on 
Saturdays, Eucharistic Adoration every Friday and t he first Tuesday of each month, ongoing adult 
education programs, and a full complement of prayer  and liturgical programs during Advent and Lent. 
The “Christ Renews His Parish” retreat program also  offers parishioners a chance to deepen their faith  
while developing bonds with others in the parish. 

Prayer in my life gives me an 
opportunity to spend time with God, to 
thank him for his many blessings and 
for the privilege of being Catholic. It's 
also given me a chance to petition him 
for my many needs, those of my family, 
the Church, the sick, the Souls in 
Purgatory, the list is almost endless and 
I’m sure you have your own.

Those who give sacrificially know that stewardship is not about raising money, but about thanking God for the 
blessings in our lives. The Lord is less interested  in the amount of our gift than whether we thought of him first and 
set aside, for His use, the “first fruits” of our i ncome. 

In today’s uncertain economy, St. Pius X parishione rs continue to embrace stewardship through sacrific ial giving. 
Despite job loss and other economic struggles, so m any parishioners have maintained the percentage the y give that 
St. Pius X has been able to meet its financial obli gations and continue to grow both physically and sp iritually. The 
Parish Education Center has been open for more than  a year, and plans are being implemented to enhance  the 
grounds around the entire St. Pius campus with play ing fields, walkways and a community garden. 

In addition to these physical improvements, St. Piu s X has continued its commitment to share a portion  of the 
funds collected weekly to help the poor and others in need outside of the parish. Through Saint Pius Shares , the 
parish distributes seven percent of the weekly coll ection to programs serving diverse needs outside th e parish. St. 
Pius X will continue to commit a portion of “first fruits” to others as we aim to contribute ten perce nt of collections 
to these causes. 
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�� Don’t let the inability to tithe – or give ten perc ent of income – prevent 

taking a first step. Start small and aim to increas e giving each year. 
�� Participate in non-cash giving opportunities such a s the monthly St. 

Vincent de Paul Food Drive, the St. Adalbert’s Chri stmas Gift Program, 
and Hannah’s House collections that allow families to work together to 
discuss giving. 

�� Take advantage of electronic giving, which allows w eekly or monthly 
contributions to be transferred directly from your financial institution. 

�� Include St. Pius X in your will or as a designated beneficiary to support 
the parish in the future. 



Seven years ago, Saint Pius made a leap of faith by  
committing to a “first fruits” program designed to devote a 
portion of the funds we collect in our weekly colle ctions to 
help the poor and others in need outside of the par ish. The 
Saint Pius Shares program was designed to reduce the need 
for second collections at Mass and to make a financ ial 
commitment as a parish to those less fortunate than  
ourselves. 

Through Saint Pius Shares , the parish distributes seven 
percent of our collections to various programs serv ing diverse 
needs outside of our parish. As part of the Diocesa n Twinning 
Program, five percent is given to support the paroc hial school 
at Saint Adalbert in South Bend. Two percent is dis tributed to 
various local, national, and international needs of  the poor, as 
recommended by the Financial Resources Committee.  

Eventually, we expect that the Saint Pius Shares program will 
be able to contribute ten percent of our collection s to these 
and other important causes.  
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In this fiscal year, we distributed $109,674 to 
help the following organizations:

As of June 30, 2009, Saint Pius X had 3,058 registe red households, 70% of whom are considered givers.  
Approximately 67% of the total registered families use offertory envelopes and 6% use Electronic Funds  transfer for 
their offertory giving.
